De la high-tech à la soie, Pascal Cagni ne craint pas le grand écart. Le fondateur de C4 Industries, qu'il définit comme une « plateforme

entrepreneuriale, et pas seulement un fonds d'investissement », prend une participation majoritaire dans la Maison Lelièvre, un tisserand français

dont l'usine est à Panissières (Loire) et l'atelier de soierie à Lyon (Rhône).

« Nous sommes là pour longtemps, sans horizon de sortie à quatre ou sept ans », précise d'emblée cet ancien compagnon de route de Steve Jobs

et Tim Cook à la tête d'Apple. La famille Lelièvre conserve une minorité de référence dans cette entreprise de 140 personnes et 18 millions d'euros

de chi�re d'a�aires. Emmanuel Lelièvre, représentant la quatrième génération, reste directeur général. Le montant investi n'est pas communiqué.

Usine et entrepôt à rénover

Cette manufacture, qui a rejoint cet été le prestigieux Comité Colbert des entreprises du luxe, fournit des tissus d'ameublement à 60.000 clients,

depuis le château de Versailles jusqu'au particulier en passant par les hôtels haut de gamme. Elle s'appuie sur les marques Lelièvre, créée

en 1914, Tassinari et Chatel, qui remonte à 1680, et Quenin, fondée en 1865.

Mais comme beaucoup d'entreprises du textile soumises à la jungle des labels et au poids des normes, elle a du mal à dégager des marges.

« L'usine a besoin d'être modernisée et l'outil informatique est obsolète », remarque Pascal Cagni, qui prépare un premier plan d'investissement

compris entre 5 et 10 millions d'euros. Un second plan est prévu à moyen terme, qui concernera aussi l'entrepôt logistique de Compiègne (Oise).

C4 a l'intention de mieux exporter cette entreprise du patrimoine vivant (EPV), notamment vers le premier marché du luxe, les Etats-Unis, qui ne

représente que 10 % des ventes. « Grâce à des leaders mondiaux comme Hermès, LVMH [propriétaire des « Echos »] et Chanel, la France dispose

d'une forte notoriété et d'un savoir-faire unique sur ce segment », argumente Pascal Cagni.

Du côté des ajustements, l'atelier de tissage à bras que Lelièvre exploite à Lyon pour les séries exclusives est progressivement transféré à

Panissières. L'opération avait été décidée avant l'arrivée de C4 Industries. « Nous conservons le savoir-faire précieux de la maison et les quatre

salariés de l'atelier », précise Emmanuel Lelièvre.

Lelièvre, qui a son siège près de la place des Victoires à Paris, est la première prise de participation majoritaire de C4. Fondée en 2004 par Pascal

Cagni, cette société d'investissement a mobilisé 150 millions d'euros en prenant des participations dans 50 start-up, dont 9 sont devenues des

licornes, dont Foursquare et le thermostat connecté Nest. Pascal Cagni a aussi développé C4 Collection, qui regroupe des petits hôtels de luxe.

Maison Lelièvre : une production

Maison Lelièvre, fabricant de tissu d’ameublement, de
revêtements muraux, et de tapis sur-mesure, a établi sa
fabrication à Panissières depuis 2009, après avoir
racheté successivement en 1973, la société Quenin basée
à Panissières et Cuinzier, et en 1997 le soyeux Tassinari &
Chatel, implanté alors à Fontaines-sur-Saône, dans le
Rhône.

"Ces croissances externes nous ont permis de maîtriser
notre fabrication. Mais après la perte ces dernières
années de nombreux sous-traitants textile, nous avons
besoin de développer davantage notre propre outil
industriel", explique Emmanuel Lelièvre, arrière-petit-fils
du fondateur, qui conserve la direction générale de
l’entreprise séculaire fondée en 1914.

L’entrée au capital de C4 Industries permettra donc
d’acquérir des métiers à tisser, des matériels de
préparation de tissage et d’étoffer l’effectif salarié d’une
trentaine de personnes de l’usine de Panissières. Six

recrutements sont d’ores et déjà prévus. Outre la mise à
niveau du matériel, un projet d’agrandissement est
envisagé dans les prochains mois pour intégrer des
métiers à bras.

Au total, pour l’usine de Panissières, c’est un plan
d’investissement de plusieurs millions d’euros qui est
envisagé et avec ceux prévus à Paris, où se situe le siège
et la création, l’enveloppe se situe entre 5 et 10 millions
d’euros.

Maison Lelièvre, qui compte aussi un centre logistique
dans l’Oise, est présent à l’international via un réseau de
distributeurs professionnels haut de gamme pour
adresser le marché du luxe (boutiques de décoration,
architectes d’intérieur, tapissiers et confectionneurs).

Elle réalise 65 % de son chiffre d’affaires de 20 millions



d’euros à l’export et compte 140 salariés et quatre
implantations à Londres, Düsseldorf, Dubaï et Milan.

C4 Industries buys majority stake in French fabrics producer Maison
Lelièvre

A new chapter is starting for French fine fabrics producer Maison Lelièvre. The company, founded by the Lelièvre

family in 1914 and specialised in upholstery fabrics, wallpaper, silk and bespoke rugs, and also the owner of two

other century-old manufacturers, has sold a stake to an external investor for the first time. The investor is C4

Industries, a Paris-based investment fund operated by C4, which defines itself as “an entrepreneurial platform with

a wider scope than that of a simple investment firm.” Maison Lelièvre employs 140 people and generates a

revenue of €18 million, 60% of it from outside France. C4’s founder Pascal Cagni, a former senior executive at

Apple Europe, has become the president of Maison Lelièvre, which recently joined the Comité Colbert.

The value of the transaction has not been disclosed. C4 Industries has confirmed to FashionNetwork.com it is the

anchor investor in Maison Lelièvre, with a majority stake. Emmanuel Lelièvre, member of the family’s fourth

generation, remains as managing director, and will be supported by two deputy MDs: Frédéric Capelli, who has

been with Maison Lelièvre for 15 years and takes charge of operations and finance, and Laura Thivolet,

investment principal at C4 Industries for the last six years.

It is the first investment in France’s art-of-living sector carried out by C4 Industries, which is expected to soon

finalise another operation involving a long-established French heritage company, investing in glass manufacturer

Arc International. Other investments are also on the cards.

Over the years, Maison Lelièvre has amassed an impressive artisanal heritage portfolio alongside its main brand,

Lelièvre Paris. In 1973, it bought Quenin, a Lyon-based weaver of quality fabrics for haute couture and upholstery,

founded in 1865, and in the 1990s it acquired Tassinari & Chatel, Lyon’s oldest silk manufacturer, founded in 1680.

“With the arrival of C4 Industries as anchor investor in Lelièvre, we will not only bolster our business but also

accelerate our growth, while retaining our family DNA. With C4 and Pascal Cagni, we are keen to preserve our

century-old industrial expertise, relying on our workshops in France, which have enabled us both to reproduce

ancient fabrics for the Palace of Versailles and to execute complex projects for leading architects and interior

designers,” said Emmanuel Lelièvre in a press release.

C4 Industries will draw up an investment plan to support the growth of Maison Lelièvre’s three companies. In the

press release, the group stated that “special attention will be paid to the workshop in Panissières, in the Loire

[region], one hour from Lyon, where the group produces most of its fabrics and all of its silk,” and where it will

transfer the hand-weaving workshop currently located in the Croix-Rousse district of Lyon.

Cagni founded C4 in 2004. Besides C4 Industries, whose investment portfolio includes four other companies, all

from the digital tech sector, C4 also operates C4 Ventures, an investment firm that since 2014 has bought stakes

in 50 start-ups, nine of which have turned into unicorns, like Foursquare; C4 Collection, a luxury hospitality

company; and Cagni Foundation C4, involved in educational and equal opportunity initiatives.

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C4 Industries adquire participação maioritária na Maison Lelièvre

Começa um novo capítulo para a Maison Lelièvre. Ativa nos setores dos tecidos para estofos, revestimentos de

parede, tapetes por medida e seda, esta empresa, gerida desde a sua fundação em 1914 pela família Lelièvre,

mas também proprietária de várias casas centenárias, abre pela primeira vez o seu capital. Com 140 empregados

e um volume de negócios de 18 milhões de euros, 60% dos quais internacionais, a empresa acolhe a C4

Industries, um dos fundos da C4, que se descreve como “uma plataforma de empreendedorismo com um âmbito

um pouco mais alargado do que uma simples sociedade de investimento”. O seu fundador, Pascal Cagni, antigo

diretor da Apple Europe, assume a presidência da empresa de artigos de luxo, que aderiu recentemente ao

Comité Colbert.

O montante da transação não foi divulgado. A C4 industries torna-se o investidor de referência através de uma

participação maioritária na Lelièvre, foi confirmado. Emmanuel Lelièvre, um Lelièvre de quarta geração,

continuará a ser o diretor-geral. Será apoiado por dois diretores-gerais adjuntos: Frédéric Capelli, que possui 15

anos de experiência interna em gestão operacional, financeira e administrativa, e Laura Thivolet, que é diretora de

investimentos da C4 Industries há seis anos.

Trata-se do primeiro investimento no setor do lifestyle francês para a C4 Industries, que deverá em breve concluir

uma operação com outra entidade histórica do savoir-faire francês, através de um investimento no fabricante de

vidro Arc International. Outros investimentos estão igualmente em discussão.

Para além da sua marca principal, a Lelièvre Paris, a C4 Industries adquiriu em 1973 a empresa de Lyon,

especializada desde 1865 na arte da tecelagem para a alta costura e para o mobiliário de topo de gama, e nos

anos 90 a mais antiga fabricante de seda de Lyon, a Tassinari & Chatel, fundada em 1680.

“Com a chegada da C4 Industries à capital de Lelièvre, não só asseguramos as nossas atividades, como também

as aceleramos, mantendo o nosso ADN familiar. O nosso objetivo, juntamente com a C4 e Pascal Cagni, é manter

do grupo. Além disso, “será dada uma atenção especial à fábrica de Panissières, situada no Loire, a uma hora de

Lyon, onde a empresa produz a maior parte dos seus tecidos e todas as suas sedas”, e para onde transferirá a

sua oficina de tecelagem manual, situada no bairro Croix Rousse de Lyon, acrescenta.

Pascal Cagni fundou a C4 em 2004. Para além da C4 Industries, que conta com outras quatro empresas de alta

tecnologia na sua carteira, o grupo inclui também o fundo de investimento C4 Ventures, que desde 2014 investiu

em 50 start-ups, nove das quais se tornaram unicórnios, como a Foursquare, a entidade para-hoteleira C4

Collection e a Cagni Foundation C4, que apoia sobretudo projetos educativos.
